Appellant, Miho Okamura and Shoji Hijiya are the principals of Lucky Scoops Corporation, a California corporation doing business as Kanpai Japanese Sushi Bar & Grill (“Appellant”) is the original applicant in the within case and operates a sushi restaurant at the subject location.


Appellant is appealing only the imposition of Conditions 8 and 36.  


Condition No. 8 sets forth hours of operation that are 11 a.m. to 11 p.m. Sunday through Thursday and 11 a.m. to 12 midnight Friday and Saturday.  Appellant requests that this condition be modified to permit operation until 2 a.m. everyday.  This request will meet the needs of customers in this area who are looking to eat at later hours.  The service of beer and wine with sushi and other food items is customary with this type of restaurant.

Condition 36 prohibits any reduced price for the service of beer and wine during unspecified hours sometimes referred to as “Happy Hour”.  Appellant’s existing Conditional Use Permit that was granted in 2003 [ZA 2003-0269 (CUB)] did not include this condition and the ability to operate the business would be significantly impacted if Appellant was forced to discontinue such reduced prices especially given the severe downturn in the economy and restaurant business.
